Open third Saturday of each month by appoint-
ment only so you don’t have to wait in line!
Accepting: Oil-based paint, solvents, strippers, 
pool and spa chemicals, pesticides/herbicides,  
fertilizers, cleaners and poisons. Please bring in 
original, clearly marked closed containers only. 
Do Not Mix Wastes. This monthly service is  
provided by Flathead County for disposal of  
residential Household Hazardous Waste.

First: Do not flush medicines down the toilet or 
drain. See below for new drop-off location.
Each spring, near the end of May, a countywide 
one-day drop-off for unwanted medicines is also 
available. Call 756-8993 for information.
Putting unwanted medicines in the trash is  
better than flushing, but it is not the best solution 
to protect people and our environment. Trash 
disposal is not as secure – especially for  
controlled substances, like pain killers, which 
are often abused. And trash disposal does 
not fully protect the environment because  
medicines in landfills can eventually escape 
into our environment.

NEW!  DrOP OFF LOCATION FOr 
UNwANTED PrESCrIPTION MEDICINES

756-8993
A new 24-hour drop-off container for unwanted 
prescription medicines (no liquids or needles) 
is now available at the Flathead County Justice 
Center lobby at 920 S. Main St. in Kalispell. 

In Flathead County, it is a misdemeanor for  
any person to haul garbage or trash to the 

landfill or a container site operated by 
the Flathead County Solid Waste District 
without containing, covering, or other-
wise controlling the load such that no 
garbage or trash may blow or fall from 
the vehicle. Failure to comply with this 

ordinance can result in a fine up to $200.
